 Charlesa Lowell served as the Kent County Librarian, Delaware Division of 
Libraries Deputy Director, and the Library Manager of the Newark Free Library.

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SARAH’S KEY by Tatiana de Rosnay   Reviewed by Leni Markell 
 

I don’t know if book reviewers ever do this–but I want to share with you 
what motivated me to read Sarah’s Key by Tatiana de Rosnay. 
 In 1947 I was a very young social worker at a newly formed agency in NY 
called United Service for New Americans.  Its mandate was to resettle DPs 
(Displaced Persons—the name for survivors of the holocaust who no longer had a 
home to which they could return).  Although I was well acquainted with the 
tragedy of the holocaust (many of my dad’s family were murdered in Auschwitz or 
in their home village in Poland), the stories that those survivors related to me are 
something that still give me nightmares and obviously I will never forget. 
 But I had never heard about the little known deportation of French Jews, not 
by the Nazis but by the French authorities until I read a review of Sarah’s Key.  It 
is a shameful part of French history.  And I knew that I must not only read this 
book but also share it with family, friends and neighbors so that we can never 
forget. 
 Sarah’s Key is the story of an American journalist, Julia Jarmond, living in 
Paris with her French husband.  Her American publisher asks her to cover the 60th 
anniversary of the June 1942 roundup of about 10,000 Parisian Jews in the 
Veledrome d’hiver, an indoor cycling arena.  They are waiting transportation to 
Auschwitz, Nazi concentration camp whose horrors few survive.  Jarmond is 
shocked that this event occurred with the ordinary French citizenry looking the 
other way.  When she learns that the apartment she and her husband will be 
occupying was acquired by her husband’s family as a result of the Jewish 
occupants, the Starzynkis, being deported, she becomes even more wary and 
suspicious of her French in laws.       
 Jarmond becomes obsessed with the story of the Starzsinski family. She 
learns about ten year old Sarah, wanting to protect her younger brother, hiding him  
in a concealed closet, locking the door and promising to return when it is safe.  
Julia tracks the family, learns the parents did not survive but follows Sarah’s 
journey.  In her pursuit she begins to question the involvement of her husband’s 
family which then leads to examining her own marriage as well. 
 In all fairness she does reflect that while much evil occurred, there were 
people who at the risk of their own lives defied the Nazis and did the “right” thing. 
            �  
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I found Sarah’s Key to be not only an interesting novel but powerful in its 
presentation of the true history.  I found it gripping and hard to put down. 
 The Publishers Weekly Review of 2008 stated,  “A haunting, riveting 
novel—the book grips your heart in the opening chapter, and its scenes and 
characters stay with you long after you finish.”  I can only add, “Amen.”  
 
 
AMERICAN LION: ANDREW JACKSON IN THE WHITE HOUSE  
by Jon Meacham       Reviewed by Robert Taggart 
 
 
 To President Jackson’s enemies, he was a tyrant bent on destroying the U.S. 
Constitution by extending the executive power over the legislative branch.  He 
certainly was a strong and opinionated man who held a deserved reputation for 
rage, blood-thirsty-ness, and irrational actions, in particular his treatment of Native 
Americans.  However, he is listed in most historians’ top ten presidents’ list 
because he saved the Union at a time when South Carolina and other states seemed 
certain to secede from the Union unless the tariff was rescinded and Jackson gave 
up all pretense of executive power.  Jackson stood his ground against the South and 
John Calhoun, as well as Henry Clay and the Second Bank of the U.S.  As the 
author demonstrates, Jackson acted thoughtfully and rationally through clever 
manipulation of the press and of people, friends and enemies alike. 
 Jon Meacham, author of Franklin and Winston: an Intimate Portrait of an 
Epic Friendshi, has written a book rich with interactions of lively personalities and 
controversies.  The 1830s was the dawn of democracy in the U.S., as the suffrage 
had expanded greatly since 1800 when only men of great property had been able to 
vote in most places.  No longer was this true.  The nation was expanding at a 
dizzying pace and the Westerners loved the hero of New Orleans, to the chagrin of 
the Eastern establishment and most planters who did all they could to oppose 
Jackson.            
 It is clear from this book that politics in the 1830s was a vicious, take-no-
prisoners game.  Political parties funded newspapers, which spewed forth attacks as 
nasty as possible.  Jackson’s wife Rachel’s health was broken by relentless attacks by 
his enemies, and she died just as he was about to take office.  He never forgave his 
enemies.  In addition, Jackson twice faced assassinations, South Carolina demanded 
nullification of federal power, Biddle’s Second National Bank bought Congressmen 
without shame, the French almost declared war, and the Seminoles carried on        �   
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a war against whites for seven years.  These were turbulent times.  Despite all the 
problems of his era, Jackson succeeded in expanding executive power to 
unprecedented lengths, and outfoxed his enemies, who always called him a despot for 
his actions.  The nation felt threatened by foreign enemies; the economy was 
unstable; and ideology raged.  Jackson’s brilliance was in his ability to keep the 
nation together at a time when centrifugal forces such as slavery and western 
expansion could have torn the nation apart.  He believed in the sanctity of the 
American Nation and in a strong executive power that emanated from the people, not 
from a narrow elite, which had been the case since the days of George Washington.  
Whatever his faults, Jackson kept the nation together at a time when this was not 
clear this would happen.

Profiling the Newark Free Library Staff  
This is the latest in a continuing series featuring members of the  
library staff  their own words. The featured writer in this issue is  
Sherri McCarthy , Adult Services Librarian. 
 

I have been with the Newark Free Library for 5 years as the Adult Services 
Librarian.  I grew up in the 1000 Islands area of upstate New York, on the St. 
Lawrence River, in a town of under two thousand inhabitants called Clayton.  I 
attended school in the same building from kindergarten to 12th grade with more or 
less the same group of 63 kids.         �   
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For college, I went to SUNY at Plattsburgh, majoring in English and 
minoring in music.  After graduation, my English degree qualified me for my first 
job:  selling bathing suits to swim teams at a scuba dive supply store.  So much for 
the liberal arts degree!  After that, I worked as a secretary at Syracuse University – 
where I met my future husband, Dennis, who was completing his Ph.D. in 
biochemistry at SU.  Later, I worked as a technical editor at two not-for-profit 
research institutes.          
 At Southern Research Institute in Birmingham, Alabama, I became friends 
with one of the librarians, a chemist who did all the database searches.  He 
recommended that I go to library school – which I did at the University of 
Alabama, Tuscaloosa (Roll Tide!).  My first job as a librarian was at the downtown 
Central branch of the Birmingham Public Library in the Science, Technology, and 
Business department.  Other libraries where I have worked include a suburban 
library outside Birmingham and two suburban libraries outside Rochester, New 
York.  
 Along the way, I had two children:  Katie, who is now 20 years old and a 
junior at the University of Pennsylvania, and John, who is 18 years old and a 
freshman at the University of Memphis (Tennessee).  Katie is majoring in 
anthropology and political science, contemplating law school.  John is majoring in 
sound recording and engineering, hoping for a career in music production (he also 
hopes to become a rock guitar legend).  
 I’ve always loved library work because I like to be around books, around 
information, and around people.  I like doing research and helping people to find 
information they need for work or school or leisure.  I like reading reviews and 
picking out books for our collection – and looking through the new books when 
they arrive.  I like finding just the right source to answer a patron’s question.   

In my own reading, I used to read fiction almost exclusively, with a 
preference for American authors.  Lately I’ve enjoyed reading memoirs or essays 
that are semi-autobiographical and humorous (for example, Laurie Notaro, David 
Sedaris, Augusten Burroughs, and Hollis Gillespie).  My new favorite fun fiction is 
the Spellman series by Lisa Lutz, about a family of private detectives.  In my spare 
time, I hang out with my family and dogs; I like cooking and decorating, DIY 
projects, and of course reading.
